Climate change
appears to be a problem of the future, but the future is shaped in the present. That is why we
all need to act now.

CLIMATE CHANGE: ACT TOGETHER - NOW

To avoid an increase of overall temperature beyond 2 degrees Celsius, global greenhouse gas
emissions would need to be reduced by up to 80% until 2050. Achieving this goal represents
an enormous challenge, which we can achieve only if we act now, together and differently.

It is projected that conditions in Macedonia will worsen: decreased rainfall and reduced water
availability, more severe weather events like storms, floods, heat waves and related increased
health risks. Macedonia is among those countries in Europe and Central Asia that is most ex-
posed to future climate extremes.

The World Bank’s World Development Report 2010 (www.wordlbank.org/wdr2o010) makes the
case that development and climate change are connected and that we have enough data and
information forimmediate decision-making and action. Scientists, economists and politicians
need to work together in an innovative and creative manner. We do not have to choose be-
tween climate change and economic growth, but we need to ensure that economic growth is
sustainable and achieved with reduced carbon emissions.

What could a country like Macedonia do? There appear to be five important “win-win” areas: 1.
Investments in energy efficiency, starting with public buildings; 2. Promotion of investments
in renewable energies, in particular solar and wind energy; 3. Improved water use, including
in agriculture; 4. Investments in sustainable transport, including railways; and 5. Sound policy
framework for “green” economy investments, including for attracting foreign direct invest-
ments in green technologies.

Moving fast in these five areas will help create “green jobs”, strengthen the country’s global
competitiveness and support EU accession. But addressing climate change is not only govern-
ment responsibility. It is the responsibility of every citizen. Let's act now, let’s act together.
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
